Subject:
For Possible Action: Discussion and direction to staff on a response to the Nevada Tax Commission, which is
considering removing Lyon County as a guaranteed county for the Supplemental City-County Relief Tax distribution.

Summary:
Lyon County is currently a guaranteed county for the Supplemental City-County Relief Tax (SCCRT) distribution,
which means Lyon County gets a predetermined distribution amount from the State each year regardless of actual
amounts generated by the tax.  In the past, the distribution has been significantly more than what was generated.  Lyon
County has reached the threshold of generating over 10% more than they are receiving, which requires removal from the
guaranteed status unless Lyon County seeks and is granted a one-year waiver.  The waiver is only granted if the
Nevada Tax Commission determines that the increase was primarily caused by nonrecurring taxable sales.  If a waiver is
granted, it is only for a single year.

It is challenging to determine if the increase has been primarily caused by nonrecurring taxable sales due to multiple
factors that affect it.  Prior to the pandemic, Lyon County was not generating more in taxable sales than it was receiving.
 Some factors that are affecting SCCRT that are not necessarily recurring are:
Stimulus funding, pandemic-caused purchasing changes (types of purchases, increased home improvement purchases
due to people staying home, purchases delivered to homes, etc.), artificially low interest rates that stimulate housing
development, one-time purchases by Nevada Copper as they are ramping up for production.

Some factors that are affecting SCCRT that may be recurring:  growth in population, inflation, internet sales now being
taxed.

Financial Department Comments:
The increase in SCCRT may be due to one-time factors.  However, it is highly likely that the one-time factors take more
than a year to resolve, which would result in a removal from the guaranteed status anyways.

For Possible Action: Discussion and allocation of American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding.  (Requested by
Commissioner Keller)

Summary:
The Board has previously allocated $5,008,500 of the $11, 170,643 in ARPA funding.   The remaining $6,162,143
qualifies under the revenue loss provision to be able to be used for any governmental purpose, which can include roads,
buildings, ambulances, etc.

The Parks allocation is requested to increase to $527,000, unless the request is partially funded from park construction
taxes.

The fire districts have requested ARPA funding for ambulances, which are approximately $270,000 each, including
power cots.

The Fernley Justice Court has requested an expansion of their building space to be able to hold jury trials.  It would be
beneficial to also do an expansion and remodel of the Fernley Sheriff's Substation at the same time a contractor is
already on site.

There are many road projects that have been contemplated around the County as well.

Due to increases in construction costs, the sewer projects in Dayton are expected to continue to increase in cost.

For Possible Action:  Propose an ordinance relating to political signs, and amending Lyon County Code Title 7, Chapter
7.02.04, by repealing certain requirements, involving political signs including the limitation on when a sign can be placed
prior to an election; and leaving in effect prohibition of political signs on Lyon County property or Lyon County rights of
way.  

Summary:
Lyon County adopted an ordinance regulating political signs in 1998.  The provision was intended to apply restrictions
for the placement of political signs in Lyon County that were similar to the requirements set by the State of Nevada. 
One of the concerns was making sure that political signs were taken down by candidates following the election.  

The early voting and change in the primary date make it necessary to remove the time restrictions prior to an election. 

Some other counties have restrictions that are in place for political signs.  Most involve a deadline for removing signs
following the election.

Summary: An ordinance relating to political signs, and amending Lyon County Code 
Title 7, Chapter 7.02.04, by repealing certain requirements, involving 
political signs; and leaving in effect prohibition of political signs on Lyon 
County property or Lyon County rights of way.

Title: An ordinance amending Lyon County Code Title 7, Chapter 7.02.04, by 
repealing certain requirements, involving political signs; and leaving in 
effect prohibition of political signs on Lyon County property or Lyon 
County rights of way; and providing for the severability, constitutionality 
and effective date thereof; and other matters properly relating thereto.

Explanation: Matter in blue is new or added language, red strikethrough is the existing 
language to be deleted by the proposal. 

The Board of County Commissioners of Lyon County, Nevada does hereby ordain:

Section 1.  Lyon County Code Title 07 (Police Regulations), Chapter 7.02.04 (Political Signs) is 
hereby amended by repealing certain requirements to read as follows:

7.02.04: POLITICAL SIGNS:

   A.   Time Limits: Political signs may be erected no more than sixty (60) days before a primary 
election and shall be removed by the candidate within thirty (30) days after the applicable election.

   B.   Prohibited Locations: No political signs of any nature may be placed on Political signs are 
not allowed on Lyon County property or Lyon County rights of way. This includes the right of 
way on either side of a paved or unpaved county road, right of way for future county road, and all 
other county property which regardless of whether it is used or occupied.

      1.   Political signs erected in these areas are a violation of law and may be removed by Lyon 
County without notice. When practicable, the county will provide a seven (7) day notice (which 
may be served by telephoning the violating party or posting the sign with a violation warning) 
prior to removing signs. Removed signs will be retained for thirty (30) days and then destroyed.

   C.   Compliance: All political signs shall comply with other local, state and federal law.

   D.   Criminal Penalties: Any person who violates the provisions of this section shall be guilty of 
a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by not more than six (6) months 
imprisonment in the Lyon County Jail or by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars 
($1,000.00) or by both such fine and imprisonment.

   E.   Civil Penalties: Any person who violates the provisions of this section shall be subject to a 
five hundred dollar ($500.00) fine and the person responsible for the violation shall be liable for 
the costs of removing any sign not in compliance with this section. (Ord. 435, 3-5-1998, eff. 3-27-
1998)
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Section 3. If any section of this ordinance or portion thereof is for any reason held invalid or 
unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate the 
remaining parts of this ordinance.

Section 4. All ordinances, parts of ordinances, chapters, sections, subsections, clauses, phrases or 
sentences contained in the Lyon County Code conflict herewith and hereby repealed.

Section 5. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and 
publication as required by law.

     Political signs adjacent to and within 660 
feet of any NHS highway must meet  
federal spacing, size, zoning, and lighting re-
quirements and a permit must be obtain 
ed from the appropriate NDOT District Office, 
except as noted below.  A non-refundable fee 
of $200.00 will be charged for this permit.  The

o CAMPAIGN SIGNS Local and state laws govern the use of campaign 
signs. Candidates should review county and city ordinances for the 
rules regarding campaign signs. In addition, state law governs campaign 
signs placed within highway rights-of-way. Please refer to NRS 405.030 
and 405.110 for specific prohibitions, the removal policy by the Nevada 
Department of Transportation, and possible penalties. State law does 
set time periods for the placement of campaign signs along interstate 
and primary highways. Campaign signs must not be placed next to 
these highways earlier than sixty (60) days before a primary election 
and must be removed no later than thirty (30) days after the election. A 
successful candidate in the primary election may display his or her 
campaign signs through the following general election, removing them 
thirty (30) days later (NRS 410.400(4)). For more information or to 
report a violation, please contact the Nevada Department of 
Transportation at (775) 888-7000. Remember to always seek 
permission of property owners prior to placing campaign signs on 
private property. The posting of campaign signs on public utility poles is 
prohibited (NRS 704.638).
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Sign Rules/Regulations

No political sign can be placed within state highway right of ways

Rules for all state highways

signs so as not to damage them. Removed signs will be retained for 30 days and then disposed of.

Additional rules for the National Highway System (NHS)
Political signs adjacent to and within 660 feet of any NHS highway must meet federal spacing, size, zoning, and lighting

requirements and a permit must be obtained from the appropriate NDOT District Office, except as noted below.  A non-refundable

fee of $200.00 will be charged for this permit.  The following highways are part of the NHS and are under federal and state

A permit is not required for small political signs (4’ x 8’ or smaller) that are placed on private property near the NHS. 

General Rules
The following rules apply to all signs located near state highway right of way including NHS routes.

1. Political signs must not distract drivers.

2. The sign cannot resemble official traffic signs.

3. The sign cannot block view of oncoming traffic.

4. Political signs erected on private property that is adjacent to a state highway may be erected no more than 60 days before a

primary election and must be removed within 30 days after the primary election. Signs for candidates or questions appearing

on the general election ballot do not have to be removed until 30 days after the general election.

Apart from state requirements, local governmental agencies can and do have varying criteria regarding placement of political signs

on city and county roads. These local restrictions vary greatly among the various entities and must be checked locally.
